he German chemist Emil
Fischer was a true pioneer-
ing sdentist who defined
many principles still impor-
tant to present day chemistry. These
include the significance of asym-
metry, the intrinsic importance of
organic chemistry in understanding
blological mechanisms, and the art of
extracting, identifying, and syn-
thesizing naturally occur-
ring compounds and
their analogues for
medicinal purposes.
“I shall attempt to
explain to you,” he
said on the occasion
of the conferment
of his Nobel Prize in
Chemistry in 1902, "what
organic chemistry is capable
of as a loyal ally of physioclogy with
refined methods of analysis and syn-
thesis.” He was well qualified to give
such a speech, since he had led the
way in synthesizing and examining
many biologically important mole-
cules from short peptides and purines

(components of DNA and RNA) to car-
bohydrates, perhaps his most famous
research topic of all.

Exatement about carbohydrates (also
called saccharides or sugars) had first
captured the interest of chemists more
than a century before Fischer's work.
Glucose was first isolated from rasns in
1747, by the German chemist Andreas
Sigismund Marggraf, and named (from the
Greck glhycos, mearing sweet) by Jean
Baptiste Dumas in 1838. Antoine Laurent
de Lavolsier, cne of the founding fathers
of chemestry, determined the elementary
composition of sugars, As an understand-
ing grew of their pivatal role in the supply
of energy to living systems, and of ther
amazing biosynthetic arigin from the simple

molecude of carbon dicxde taken from
the air (Box 1), so did the desire
W synthesize these natu-
rally coccuming substances
in the laboratory. Over

Lavatsier’s studies, only
scant successes were
recorded in this quest
towards the synthesis

Emij Fischet significant contributions of the

Russian chemist Aleksandr Mikhailovich
Butlerov. In the 1860s, thirty years before
Fischer's work, Butierov treated formalde-
hyde (in the form of its trimer, trioxymeth-
ylene) with hot limewater and obtained a
sweet syrup. However, the constitution of
this mediey of compounds was not defini-
tively deconvoluted until the 1970s, when
